Kings and Prophets Diagram

Kings and prophets were important figures in Israel’s history. Jewish tradition names 48 male prophets
and 7 female prophets in the Hebrew Bible (what Christians call the Old Testament). This diagram shows
Israel’s early kings and the prophets who ministered during their reign. A solid line with an arrow shows
that the next king was the son of the previous king. A dotted line means that the next king came from a
different family line.
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
