Refrain (before and after verse 1)
I am loved (hug yourself) exactly as I am, exactly as I am. (Point both index fingers at yourself with the words “exactly.”) 
Thank you, God, (make prayer hands) for making me, (lay one palm on top of your other palm)
and telling me (cup one ear with your hand)
that I will always be your child (point one index finger up and draw a couple of large circles)
and that you’ll always love me (point one index finger up then hug yourself) exactly as I am. (Point both index fingers at yourself.)

Verse 1
There is nothing (form an X with your arms) I ever need to do to make God love me. (Hug yourself.)
There is nothing (form an X with your arms) I ever need to do to make God care. (Cup your hands.)
God’s love (form a heart with your fingers) is the one thing I can never lose, (form an X with your arms)
and it’s good to know (thumbs-up) that this will always be true. (Point one index finger up and draw a couple of large circles.)

Verse 2
No one’s left outside, (form an X with your arms) 
the love of God (form a heart with your fingers) is wide enough for everyone. (Stretch your arms out wide.)
If we make mistakes, (place your open palm on your forehead) God loves us anyway (hug yourself) 
and helps us grow. (Touch your palm to the top of your head and then raise it above.)
God’s love (form a heart with your fingers) is the one thing we can never lose, (form an X with your arms) 
and it’s good to know (thumbs-up) that this will always be true. (Point one index finger up and draw a couple of large circles.)

Final refrain
We are loved (hold hands with two people near you) exactly as we are, exactly as we are. (Point both index fingers, first at yourself then someone else.)
Thank you, God, (make prayer hands) for making us, (lay one palm on top of your other palm)
and telling us (cup one ear with your hand)
that we are your own family (cup your hands together)
and that you’ll always love us (hug yourself) exactly as we are. (Point both index fingers at yourself.)
